1. Background

Climate change is one of the most serious threats to the socio-economic
development of Kyrgyzstan, especially in vulnerable mountainous and rural
regions. Women play a critical role in natural resource management, food security
and adaptation to climate change. However, their contribution is often
undervalued, and access to resources and opportunities is limited. Integrating
gender into climate policy is not only a path to social justice, but also a key to
effectively addressing climate issues. Gender considerations open up new
horizons for developing sustainable and innovative solutions, attracting the
attention of international and private investors interested in supporting
environmentally and socially oriented projects.

Kyrgyzstan is actively working to integrate gender aspects into climate policy,
including through the National Adaptation Plan , with support from the UN and
other initiatives. These efforts include not only gender representation in decision-
making and resource allocation, but also conducting research, monitoring and
evaluation, as well as creating educational programs and awareness-raising
activities involving various groups of the population.

2. Objective

The objective of this panel session is to demonstrate how gender integration can
be a catalyst for sustainable development and climate investment in Kyrgyzstan.
We aim to create a platform for dialogue between government agencies,
international organizations and investors to develop investment solutions that
support gender-sensitive climate projects.

The session will focus on the intersection of gender, climate change and just
transitions in mountain regions, with a focus on Kyrgyzstan. We will demonstrate
how a gender perspective can accelerate just transitions, increase climate
resilience in mountain regions and promote inclusive economic growth.
